v CLASS OF 2017—Have they applied for graduation? RSVP for Commencement?

e Graduation and Commencement are two separate things and require two separate actions
on the part of the student.

e Commencement is the actual ceremony. A student cannot participate in Commencement
without having applied for graduation and sending in RSVP.

e Both the advisor and student should conduct a preliminary self-audit before applying to
graduate. This can be done through running a degree evaluation.

e Astudent should first apply for graduation. The deadline to apply for Winter 2017
graduation was December 9, 2016. If a student missed this deadline, the student should
apply online as soon as possible, especially if they desire to walk in Commencement. Late
applications will be accepted but cannot be guaranteed to be on the commencement
program or other marketing materials.

e Next, the student should RSVP for Commencement. RSVPs cards will be mailed in February

January 6
Weekend Classes

Begin to those who are eligible to participate.

e Applying for graduation doesn’t reserve their spot at Commencement. They still need to be
January 9 cleared to walk by the college/school.
Full Semester e [f a student walks in Commencement this does not mean that they have completed all
Courses Begin degree requirements and graduated. In order to participate in the May 2017 ceremony

participating students must be registered for all courses to complete their degree
requirements by the end of this academic year (August). Additional restrictions for

add/drop online Advising Double Majors and Dual Degree students

There are a lot of rules about how many credits can count between majors/minors/ and second
degrees. It is important to coordinate with the second advisor concerning things such as
overlapping credit/course limits into account. Since a degree evaluation does not account for both
on the same report, an advisor must run a "what if" degree evaluation for the second major.

Advisor Assignments and Program Changes BEFORE Census Date
Changing a student advisor and/or program should be submitted and recorded before the
university census date. The census date is when the semester is “frozen” and all changes
